This agreement is made this _____ day of ________, 200__ between Stateline LLC herein after referred to as “Stateline” and ____________________ of ________________________________ in the state of South Dakota, herein after called the “Advertiser”, for the construction, erection and maintenance of one bulletin on the following terms and conditions.

Term

This contract shall remain in full force and effect for a period of ____ consecutive months for the bulletin from the 1st day the bulletin is erected.  Advertiser must notify Stateline at least (60) days prior to the end of the contract term of its intent to remove the bulletin or enter into a new Agreement.  Failure to notify Stateline at least (60) days prior to the end of the contract term shall result in automatic extension of the term of this Agreement for three (3) additional months, resulting in a total of ____ consecutive months.

Consideration

Advertiser agrees to pay Stateline on the first of the month following the date the aforesaid bulletin is erected as rental thereof the monthly sum of $______ for the bulletin from the first of the month following the date of erection of the bulletin and a like sum each and every successive month during the term of this contract.  Except as otherwise recorded herein, said monthly sum shall be payable, whether or not the display shall be used or operated by the advertiser.  Interest shall accumulate at the maximum lawful rate provided for by applicable statutes on all accounts sixty days overdue.

Stateline shall issue credit to the advertiser for the period any illuminated bulletin is not in service and the account of an advertiser shall also be credited for periods when an illuminated bulletin lacks illumination in an amount of $12.50 per week per sign for a 40’ bulletin.  Any interruption in service shall in no way relieve the advertiser of his obligation to make payments on the remaining bulletins as due nor shall any interruption in service to one or more bulletins void this contract.

Defaults

It is agreed that in the event of failure of the Advertiser to pay any rental installment due hereunder within sixty (60) days of the date due, the entire rental called for under the terms of this agreement shall become immediately due and payable and Stateline shall be entitled to immediate recovery of the same, or Stateline may, at its option, cancel this agreement or any part thereof and remove the Bulletins and recover the overdue balance.  It is specifically agreed that should it be necessary for Stateline to employ an attorney to enforce the provisions of this agreement or to file suit against the Advertiser to recover any amounts due hereunder, the Advertiser shall be obligated to pay reasonable attorney fees to Stateline.  Reasonable attorney’s fees shall be 10% of all debts due unless otherwise duly stated.

Contract Assignment

This contract may not be assigned, whether in part or in its entirety, without prior written consent from Stateline.  It is the Advertiser’s responsibility prior to an effective assignment to file a written contract of assignment signed by the Advertiser and any successor with Stateline and secure Stateline’s approval in writing.  The Advertiser shall remain responsible for all payments remaining on said contract until the assignment procedures set forth above have been completely satisfied.  In the event the Advertiser assigns his contract to a successor who requires change in copy, the cost of such change in copy must be mutually agreed upon between Stateline and the successor of the Advertiser, then reduced to writing before any assignment thereof shall be valid.

Authorized Signatures of the Advertiser

It is the Advertiser’s responsibility to inform Stateline whether it is a sole proprietorship, partnership, corporation, etc.  Incorporated and Enterprise Advertiser’s shall be bound by the signatures of their authorized agents.  Unauthorized individuals who execute this document purportedly on behalf of an incorporated Advertiser shall assume personal responsibility for satisfying said contract.

Forum Selection Clause

The Advertiser agrees that the situs of this Agreement is Roberts County, South Dakota and any disputes arising out of this Agreement shall be resolved under the jurisdiction and laws of the State of South Dakota and resolved in Roberts County District Court. 

Contract Binding

Upon approval by Stateline, this Contract is binding upon and shall insure the benefit of the parties hereto, as well as the respective heirs, successors, executors, administrators and assigns.
